
ÅDays after the two destructive typhoons that 
affected at least 4 million people in the 
Philippines, people are still struggling to find 
their way back to normalcy. 

ÅHundreds of people died, hundreds of 
thousands were left homeless and are now 
seeking refuge in evacuation centers. Damage 
to infrastructure and livelihood has reached 
an unprecedented proportion.   

ÅPeople, especially children, still need to be 
taken cared of. Rehabilitation and rebuilding 
of damaged communities have to be urgently 
addressed.
